REACH SLEEP-IN FOR ROUNDABOUT - Our young people were 
hoping to hold a Sleep-Out event this autumn to raise 
awareness about the plight of Sheffield’s homeless.  The current 
restrictions make this difficult so they will be taking part in a 
Sleep-In instead.  On a night of their choosing between now and late November, they 
will be giving up their beds and sleeping on their bedroom floor, in another part of the 
house, or in the back garden.  The project is a collaboration with Roundabout, a 
Sheffield charity that works with young homeless people in the city.

ORGAN UPDATE - The organ is now being reinstalled in church and appeal stands at 
£66,000. The full works, including project management and some additional costs 
comes in at £105,000 so we're still nearly £40,000 off fundraising the full amount. We 
are enormously grateful to everyone that has already supported the appeal and you 
can find out more about how to give on the website.
