LENT STUDY COURSE - The season of Lent offers an opportunity intentionally to set a
little time aside for reflection and study. This year’s Lent Course will be based on the
Bloomsbury Lent Book for 2021 ‘Thy Will Be Done’ by Stephen Cherry, Dean of
King’'s College, Cambridge. The book takes an in-depth look at the Lord’s Prayer and
uses six key words from the prayer as themes for reflection: Heaven, Earth, Bread,
Temptation, Forgiveness, Glory. Everyone is very welcome. No previous experience
of study courses is necessary! The sessions will include space for reflection, prayer
and conversation based on the short chapters in each of the six topic areas
mentioned above. We are delighted to be linking again with our friends at Nether
Green Methodist Church who will be joining us for the course. Do let friends from
other churches know about the course if their church is unable to run one this year.
