- A contemporary encounter with five moments in the Book 
of Acts : how God shaped, shapes and will shape the life of God’s people. It looks at 
five moments in the life of the earliest church as found in the book of Acts.  The course 
has been devised by St Mark’s Broomhill and draws on Willie James Jennings com-
mentary on the Acts of the Apostles. There will be a number of courses available to 
join across the Mission Partnership including several on Zoom. St Johns will be hosting 
two courses on Wednesday evenings 7.30 - 9.00pm and Thurs-day afternoons 2.30 - 
4.00pm. Both courses will be held in the Parish Centre. The courses com-prise five
