CHRISTMAS SERVICES - This week we will be publishing our list of Christmas
Services for this year.

CHRISTMAS STUDY GROUP - We shall again this year be running a Study Group in
preparation for Christmas. We shall be using the diocesan Advent course which is
called 'Light in the Darkness’ which is available on the 'Lights for Christ' website.

on, at the darkest time of the year, our calling to be Lights for Christ. Its main aim is to
help us to draw on our experience of an extraordinary year which is now coming to its
close. In doing so, we also look forward as we enter a new season and new year. The
course has four parts which all follow a similar structure plus a brief closing reflection
and prayer. The four parts are based around words which have been central to many
people’s experience during all the upheavals of 2020. These are :- Distance, Safe, Trust
and Normal. As Advent can be a busy time of the year, we have decided to run the
first two parts before Christmas and the third and fourth parts in early January, which
fits well with the four themes. We shall be running the course on Zoom on the
following Monday evenings at 6.45pm.

£66,000. The full works, including project management and some additional costs
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comes in at £105,000 so we're still nearly £40,000 off fundraising the full amount.
