GIRL CHORISTERS

The Girls Choir started during 2010 and has afforded girls the opportunities that were
previously only available to boys. The choir has naturally taken on a character of its own,
not least because our Girl Choristers can remain in the choir until they leave school at
the age of 18. The younger girls have some rehearsals on their own that cater for the
needs of their age group, but they also have the opportunity to spend time with the older
girls who often helghem with their progress.
